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1.  What will be considered match for ESG funding?  Can we use cash and in-kind?  Both cash and in-kind services can be considered match for the ESG program.  Keep in mind that all match must follow the rules governing the use of federal funding for match.  All match must be documented.  All match must be spent on purposes that would be able to be funded through the Emergency Solutions Grants program.
2. Must all match funding be secured with a written Memorandum of Understanding?  Yes, all match must have a written MOU outlining the amount and source of funds.
3. Can we use WV Department of Health and Human Resources shelter funding?  Please follow-up with DHHR to make sure this funding has no restrictions.  If DHHR has no issue with using it as a match then it is a feasible match.  
4. We have a unit of local government that has verbally agreed to act as the subgrantee but are not willing to put anything in writing until they have a full county commission meeting and can vote on the issue.  The next county commission meeting cannot be held until after the ESG September 12 deadline.  How should we proceed?  Outline the issue as clearly as possible in the application.  Follow up with OEO as soon as there is resolution.  Documentation outlining planned project with the unit of local government as the subgrantee can be attached as one option for the project but also showing what plans are in place if the unit of local government will not be the subgrantee should also be shown.
5. Does OEO have specific document formatting requirements?  No.  Though a 12 point font and double spaced narratives would be optimal.
6. Can you explain the roles of subgrantee and project sponsor?  The subgrantees will be those taking ultimate responsibility for the project.  Thy will be the entities that OEO monitors for compliance issues.  The project sponsors will be those sites actually providing the services to the clients.  They, too, may be part of a monitoring by OEO as any monitoring would most likely entail reviewing client files and verifying that those receiving services were eligible and that HUD’s recordkeeping requirements were being met at both levels – the subgrantee and project sponsor.
7. Can we email our applications?  We prefer you use the regular mail for your submission s we cannot guarantee emails will be received in time and with all attachments.  If you are concerned about your application arriving on time please make sure to send your application certified as you will have signature confirmation of delivery.
